APPLICATION
SURFACE PREPARATION

Surface Preparation is the most critical portion of any 
successful resinous flooring system application. All substrates 
must be properly prepared and tested for moisture as outlined 
in Key Resin Technical Bulletin #1. Work must be 
performed by experienced contractors. The Key Resin Tech-
nical Service Department is available to answer any ques-
tions.

INSTALLATION
KEYLUXE material components are mixed on site. Refer to 
the detailed installation instructions document and Key Resin 
Technical Service. 

CLEAN UP
Clean skin with soap and water. Tools and equipment should 
be cleaned with xylene or lacquer thinner. Consult Safety Data 
Sheet (SDS) for safety and health precautions.

TECHNICAL SERVICE
